What is the policy of your party with respect to the availability and distribution of pornography within S.A?  __  Pornography is harmful to the social well being of the individual, the family and society and should therefore be made illegal, as we have an obligation as government to protect from harm.

What is the policy of your party with respect to education?  

__  Education is the primary responsibility of parents. They may delegate this to the state via the schooling system, but it remains their responsibility in terms of ensuring it happens and the manner in which it happens.

Does your party support the right of parents to supervise the teachers and textbooks that will mould and fill their children's minds?  ____  Yes - Children’s education is a parental responsibility and they therefore have authority as a tax payer to ensure they receive the education they wish to receive and pay for. This includes the right to determine the religious basis of the education, the language of education as well as the cultural context of such education. As such, parents should also have authority on the appointment of teachers.

Does your party support the right of parents to send their children to the schools of their choice?


_  Yes - including home schooling - Examinations however should conform to an acceptable national and international standard.

What is the policy of your party with respect to sex education in schools?



  __  Sex education is the responsibility of parents. This, like any other form of auxiliary education such as life skills, sporting skills etc may be delegated to persons who could be counselors, pastors or even teachers. All such education, however that takes place in government funded schools must take place within a Biblical worldview, as again we have a responsibility to protect the nation’s children from harmful teachings.

What is the policy of your party with regard to the teaching of the theory of creation in schools?  _____  Creation is not a theory. It is scientific fact - and therefore should form a core part of and be the basis of natural science subjects ____________

What is the policy of your party with regard to the demands of homosexual and lesbian groups to recognise homosexual “marriages” and adoption of children?


_  1) Marriage is a sacrament instituted by God, as a covenant relationship between a Man and a Woman. The concept of “same sex marriages” therefore is an impossibility and cannot be legalised. 
                2) Children were meant to be born into a family environment with a father and a mother.  Whilst circumstances might result in children being born out of wedlock or becoming orphaned, we can never legalise the adoption of children into a voluntarily unnatural environment.

Does your party stand for private ownership of property and a free market economy?


____  Yes - we fully recognise that a free market economy that protects the rights of ownership of goods and property is not negotiable within a Biblical economic policy. This needs to be implemented alongside revised Banking laws that are Biblical as well as protective measures against exploitation and monopolies ____________


 

17)
Does your party advocate any socialist policies, such as a centrally planned economy, nationalisation and redistribution of land and wealth?  


The CDA does not advocate ANY socialist policies. In clarity ;

1) Centrally planned economies are simply good wisdom. Planning at a national level is critical to achieving any economic goal. Centrally run economies are un-Biblical. There is a clear distinction between the two concepts, the latter being a socialism/communism trait and contrary to Biblical economic guidelines
2) Nationalised industry has been an integral part of every growing economy. This is simple economies of scale, whereby individuals or corporate might not have the finances to implement proper major services or industry which are vital to the growth and development of a nation.  When government however, embarks on a "nationalised" or state owned venture, there must be clear objectives and time frames for de-nationalisation and transfer of shares to private hands. In the context of SA, we would not advocate the nationalization of any existing entities.
3) We do not support redistribution of land and wealth as an issue of economic policy. The institutionalized theft of the previous government must be dealt with as an issue of justice and restitution, in balance with the need to maintain a stable and vibrant economy. Other methods of compensation need to be investigated and all restitution done in a holistic manner that includes equipping, training and preparation for such restitution.   ______________________________________________________________________

What limits does your party plan to make on civil government and its powers?


1) A genuine federal system devolving power and decision making to the lowest possible level with three tires of government viz. national , provincial and municipal

          2) A separation of judicial, legislative and executive braches of government with clear distinctions of authority and function

          3) Organs of civil society operate on a freedom of association basis without interference from the government but co-existing in a mutually beneficial and interdependent manner


4) A transparent system of checks and balances that ensures no cross-jurisdictional abuse of authority can take place

_  We fully support the concept of Freedom of Religion, the right to practice one's own religion of choice and the absence of all authority of the state in the area of religion.
